Park and Trail Etiquette,
Safety and Regulations

* Be friendly and courteous.

* Share the trail. Ride, walk or run on the right, pass on
the left.

* Stay on the trail. Use unpaved trails only when they are
dry, not muddy or wet, to avoid leaving ruts or prints.

* Bicyclists yield to runners and hikers. Keep your bike
under control and at a safe speed.

* Respect wildlife. Keep your distance.

* Use caution when using headphones. You may not be
able to hear people trying to warn you.

* No littering.

* Pets must be on a leash (max. of 6 ft. in length) and
under control. Please pick up after your pets. Pet poop
stations available at various locations on the trails.

* Glass containers and/or alcoholic beverages are not
allowed.

* Deposit trash in designated containers. The dumping
of yard waste on park property is prohibited.

*The use of firearms, fireworks or explosives is
prohibited.

* Children under 12 must be accompanied by an adult.
* Overnight parking and camping are not permitted.

* Motorized vehicles are not allowed on trails or in the
parks.

* No trespassing in enclosed or restricted areas. Please
respect private property.
* When fields have been prepared for games only

permitees are authorized to use.

* Please report any damage or maintenance needs to the
Parks Office at 303-499-1723.

* Open fires are only allowed in existing picnic grills and
must be completely extinguished upon departure.
